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Determined by the internal political and cultural context, and affected by the events on the 

international political scene that had become bipolar after the Second World War, the Romanian 

postwar exile may be seen as a reaction to the establishment and domination of the communist regime 

in Romania and as a form of opposition to it. Romanian citizens choosing to remain abroad when 

communists ascended to power, or, if inside the country, their leaving and most often fleeing (with 

or without support), should be understood as an attempt to resettle in a realm of physical security for 

them, freedom of speech, opportunity to pursue a career without ideological interference, and the 

chance to organize actions against the dictatorship imposed by force in Bucharest and maintained 

through terror, repression, censorship and abuse. 

Romanian presence outside the country included two main categories of people: emigrants 

and exiles. Emigrants had socio-economic motivations, and after establishing themselves abroad they 

sought a socio-professional integration without engagement with politics or cultural activity. Exiles, 

on the other hand, based their decision on political or cultural-political reasons, and once abroad they 

actively undertook actions against the communist regime at home. Emigration also included the 

exiles, of course, who were a minority therein. But both groups shared some common elements: 

inherent challenges with integration into a new society; various worries and needs (especially early 

on after settlement); and, here and there, some hope to go back to a democratic Romania. In any case, 

out of the total of Romanian emigrants who left the country during the communist era, only a few 

hundred (300–400) were exiles. Which is a small proportion, but also extremely important through 

the lens of the work done in many areas: politics and diplomacy, military, intelligence, culture, 

academia, business, humanitarian/charity, mass-media, international organizations, etc. 

The Romanian postwar exile covered a vast geographical area across several continents: 

Europe, North America, South America, Africa, Australia. A significant Romanian presence 
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concentrated however within only a few countries: the U.S., Canada (from obvious reasons that had 

to do with the stability of the democratic system, as well as a certain willingness from American and 

especially Canadian authorities to receive Romanian immigrants), France, the Federal Republic of 

Germany, Spain. Many others also existed outside these main territories of Romanian concentration, 

but the number of Romanian nationals was naturally lower in those places: Argentina, Austria, 

Belgium, Brazil, Denmark, Switzerland, Greece, Israel, Italy, Luxembourg, the UK, Mexico, New 

Zealand, Holland, Peru, Portugal, Sweden, Turkey, Uruguay or Venezuela, plus others. Due to their 

political regimes, Spain and Latin-American countries were especially sought by right-wing 

sympathizers. 

The anti-totalitarian exile included many professional categories: diplomats and consuls; 

officers and soldiers taken prisoners by the Germans, and who did not choose to come back home 

after the war; politicians (members of the National-Peasant Party, the National Liberal Party, the 

Social-Democratic Party, and Legionaries – the latter being the most numerous); former employees 

of Romanian institutions (such as the Romanian Army, the National Bank, the Romanian Red Cross) 

sent abroad to represent national interests; a majority of Romanian students who were studying abroad 

before 1948; cultural personalities and scientists (writers, artists, historians, priests, art historians, 

linguists, professors, literary historians and critics, poets, translators, etc.); doctors, lawyers, 

architects, businessmen – all leaving over a period of 40 years. All of them were joined by members 

of the Royal House of Romania: King Carol II, King Mihai, the Queen-Mother Elena, Princess Ileana, 

Prince Nicolae. 

 

Goal 

My thesis has a double goal. On one hand, the identification of representatives of the political 

Romanian exile, anti-communist and democratic, and their political organizations, which, at least in 

theory, were meant to speak in the name of all Romanians, both those finding themselves abroad and 

those at home who were deprived of all forms of freedom of speech and action. Those exiles and their 

political organizations, set up within the democratic societies where they lived, consistently 

denounced and exposed at an international level the communist regime in Romania, the repression, 

the terror, the abuse, the censorship, the living conditions of the population, etc., and described the 

profoundly European profile of Romania before 1948, in an attempt to include the Romanian nation 

into the great debate about the European unification project that started towards the middle of the 
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twentieth century. Therefore, the first important dimension of my research is to recover and 

reconstitute the political action of those who made external opposition against the communist regime 

in Romania, meant to support the reinstatement of freedom, independence and democracy in the home 

country. On the other hand, my thesis also endeavours to identify and analyse the legislative and 

propagandistic actions initiated by the Romanian communist authorities, and especially the plans and 

actions of the Securitate against the Romanian exile in general, and its political organizations and 

representatives, in particular. 

 

Sources 

My main sources in building my thesis included first of all the documents coming from 

several archives, both in Romania and abroad: the CIA Archive (available online), the Archive of 

the Romanian Library in Freiburg (Germany), the records of the Free Europe Radio Station (Open 

Society Archives in Budapest, Hungary), the records of the National Council for the Study of the 

Securitate Archives, the records of the Institute for the Investigation of Communist Crimes and 

Memory of the Romanian Exile, the National Archives of Romania. These were supplemented 

with collections of documents from Romanian and foreign archives, some of them crucial, since 

they included documents from the Hoover Institute (US), where significant records of Romanian 

exiles are stored. Another fundamental category of sources included books of correspondence by 

exiles, interviews of oral history taken before or after 1989, collections of discourses and 

expressions of position on various topics, but most of all diaries, memoirs and rememorations by 

exiles. A valuable documentary resource was provided by newspapers and magazines edited by 

the Romanian exile, often as a sole depository of the memory of anti-communist resistance by 

Romanians living abroad. This was supplemented with press articles published in Bucharest for 

emigrants and exiles, abroad at first and then in the country. Besides all of these primary sources, 

I also used, naturally, numerous secondary sources (specialised works, scientific studies and 

articles). 

 

The Structure of the Paper 

This work has a chronological structure because, first of all, my research concerns the 

history of the Romanian anti-communist political exile, presenting and reviewing by stages this 

historical phenomenon of great complexity that has yet to be known and understood in its full 
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breadth, depth and dynamics. Then there is the specific issue raised by my theme, which grew and 

diversified over the almost 50 years of manifestation, and therefore demands contextualization and 

an X-ray analysis within a well-defined framework. As a result, I divided my thesis into chapters 

that focus each on one major political organization of the Romanian exile. To be more precise, 

here they are: Comitetul Național Român (The Romanian National Committee, 1949-1975), Liga 

Românilor Liberi (The League of Free Romanians, 1950-1963), Consiliul Național Român (The 

Romanian National Council, 1978-1989), and Uniunea Mondială a Românilor Liberi (The 

Worldwide Union of Free Romanians, 1984-1989). Why those? Because, at least in theory, they 

were the only ones conceived by their founders to speak both in the name of all Romanians living 

abroad, and those still in the home country. Thus their importance derives before anything else 

from their characteristic of being ‘worldwide’ organizations of Romanians living abroad. 

The first chapter of my thesis, titled The international and national postwar context and 

the Romanian exile, although without being a novelty feature, just like many of the following 

chapters, is meant before anything else to recall in short the international and national situations 

in the aftermath of the Second World War, the dynamics of East-West relations, and the key 

factors/moments that led to the emergence of a bipolar world. Secondly, the goal of this first part 

of my work is also to introduce the history of Romanian emigration before and after the communist 

regime gained power in Romania, with an emphasis on the phenomenon of postwar exile as a 

minority of emigrés. A definition of the Romanian exiled individual, sketching his profile and 

condition, as well as his vision about his own exile, but also the image projected about him by the 

Romanian communist authorities, were also some of the directions in approaching the subject of 

my first chapter. Finally, a distinctive section tries to outline the presence and activity of the 

Romanian royals abroad: King Carol II, Prince Nicolae, Princess Ileana, and King Mihai. 

My second chapter – The first forms of political organization within the Romanian exile 

(1946–1948) – comprising four subchapters attempts to describe the first major forms of 

organization by the Romanian anti-communist and democratic exile, and also to portray the state 

of mind of exiles in the second half of the 1940’s, with a few examples of positioning by Western 

decision-makers towards their efforts. In short, the first subchapter presents the context in which 

the first political format of Romanians abroad appeared after the end of the Second World War, 

i.e. the Action Group of Geneva (1946), and the actions initiated by this group during the Peace 

Conference in Paris. The Group’s objective was to organize and guide the activities of Romanians 
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living abroad, protect Romanian interests and rights, tell the Western foreign public, press and 

governments about the situation in Romania, gain support for the Romanian national cause, and 

counter the official delegation of the pro-communist government in Bucharest. The chapter 

continues with a description of the context for the establishment of Consiliul Partidelor Politice 

Române (Council of Romanian Political Parties, 1947) and its activities. That Council was 

conceived as an assembly of the historically democratic Romanian parties (PNȚ, PNL and PSDI), 

its mission being that of helping those parties to initiate and manage co-ordinated action against 

the foreign power that had occupied Romania. Its major objective: regaining independence and 

freedom, and reinstate democracy. The importance of understanding the Council derives from two 

very important aspects for my theme. First of all, it gave the political basis for the establishment 

in 1949 of Comitetul Național Român (The Romanian National Committee). Secondly, the 

relationships and interactions among exiles within that political framework illustrate very well the 

atmosphere inside the exile and some of its specific moods, not just at the end of the 1940s, but 

also later on until 1989: tensions, disagreements, fights, splitting, and and impossibility to avoid 

them and implement efficiently some common projects. On another tack, the penultimate 

subchapter devotes itself to the Romanian Group for a United Europe, the political framework 

under which Romanian exiles participated into the project of federalizing Europe, the European 

Movement, which started to materialize after the Congress of Europe in Hague (May 1948). The 

Group had its headquarters in Paris, was co-ordinated by Gafencu, and was admitted into the 

European Union of Federalists, one of the international groups included in the European 

Movement. By joining the efforts of the West towards a free and unified Europe, Romanian exiles 

believed they would keep their Romania in the debates of the West, the country that shared the 

same values of democracy and freedom, and their endeavours would be of good use to Romania 

once freed from dictatorship. Finally, the last subchapter traces the short-lived activity of Uniunea 

Democrată a Românilor Liberi (The Democratic Union of Free Romanians, 1948–1949), the first 

political project of General Nicolae Rădescu before the setup of Comitetul Național Român (The 

Romanian National Committee) that he temporarily led.    

The third chapter is titled The Romanian National Committee – the project of Romanian 

Government in Exile (1949–1975). As suggested by its very title, this section of my work focuses 

on the first major organization of the Romanian postwar exile, perhaps the most significant and 

the largest of all that existed before 1989. Unofficially of course, the Romanian National 
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Committee assumed the role of a Cabinet in exile, and found itself under the patronage of King 

Mihai. Its purpose was to represent the Romanian nation and protect its interests until it would free 

itself from dictatorship; to perform by any means activities meant to reestablish freedom and 

democracy in Romania; to co-ordinate and support assistance efforts for Romanian refugees; to 

guide co-operation among Romanians living abroad towards achieving their broad objective, i.e. 

freeing their home country from dictatorship. The first two subchapters are directly connected and 

bring to attention the broader context of relationhips between the United States and the USSR, for 

a clearer understanding of how the U.S. stood in relation to East-European exiles and their national 

committees/councils that emerged in late 1940s, among which the Romanian National Committee. 

Also, this chapter sketches a short history of the debates held by exile leaders on the subject of the 

Romanian National Committee, until the public announcement of its establishment in the spring 

of 1949. Its internal organization and makeup, activity and inactivity over more than 3 decades, 

the crises it went through, disagreements between members, and, generally speaking, the internal 

and external issues that it faced, the criticisms directed at it, the visions and plans to reorganize, as 

well as the context of its disbanding, all are treated in this section of my work. Other aspects that 

come to complete the picture: actions launched by the Securitate against the Committee (but in 

very short, since they will be discussed in more detail in my last chapter); the various stances 

adopted by Western decision-makers against the background of the evolution over time of foreign 

policies in relation to the USSR and socialist countries; as well as interferences from Legionaries 

with this organization of democrat Romanians. In addition, I deemed it useful and relevant to insert 

a subchapter on Legionaries living abroad, and in particular their repeated attempts to penetrate 

the environment of Romanian democratic organizations, for several reasons. First of all, because 

Legionaries always constituted an object of constant dissension, tension, and anxiety among exiles. 

Second, because throughout my thesis I outline various benchmarks in relation to the activity and 

presence of historically democratic parties (PNȚ, PNL and PSDI), to the extent that their actions 

and manner of organization abroad can be traced in outline. In this case, then, I deemed it necessary 

to include an introduction of the Legionary projections and projects, as some of them interfered 

with those of democratic leaders.      

The fourth chapter of my work – The League of Free Romanians (1950–1963) - project for 

the union of Romanians abroad by Nicolae Rădescu, the last democratic premier – performs an 

X-ray, so to speak, of the second largest Romanian political organization, by discussing the context 
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of its emergence, its vision on exile, organisational structure, makeup and activity, funding, 

relationships amongst its members and relations to Western decision-makers, especially 

Americans. Just like the Romanian National Committee, the major goal of the League of Free 

Romanians was the fight to liberate Romania from communism, and gain independence for the 

reunified territory of the country, and democracy on the basis of constitutional monarchy. Other 

objectives of the League were to represent and support Romanians living abroad, co-operate with 

the organizations of other East-European exiles, and with Westerners or various international 

organizations. 

My fifth chapter – The Romanian National Council (1978–1989) - a political project of 

Nicolae Penescu, ex-secretary general of the National Peasant Party – focuses on the beginnings 

of regrouping and reorganization of the Romanian political exile on foundations and visions 

different from those adopted in the late 1940s and early 1950s. Also seen as a ’worlwide’ 

organization, the Council stood as a first strong revival of the Romanian exile, meanwhile left 

without its previous large forms of representation (the Romanian National Committee, the League 

of Free Romanians) and for a long time inactive due to several factors: the policy of the West 

towards the East, lack of funding, the death of some of the old leaders of the Romanian exile, 

intense disagreements among exiles, actions by the Secret Police to divide them, etc. After new 

exiles arrived abroad, combined with a different international context especially after the Helsinki 

Agreements (1975), plus a new willingness of the West to see and understand the condition of 

peoples in Socialist countries, and also to help alleviate their plight, including by support given to 

exile organizations, all of these factors determined a regrouping of exiles. This chapter presents 

therefore the broader context for the emergence of the new `worlwide’ exile body, a profile of its 

founder (Nicolae Penescu), how it was structured, its vision about exile, the actions initiated, how 

they were received emong exiles, and the stance taken by the Securitate in relation to its activities 

and leaders. 

The sixth chapter – The Worldwide Union of Free Romanians (1984–1989) - the political 

project of Ion Rațiu – dedicates itself to the fourth and last ‘worlwide’ organization of the postwar 

Romanian exile. After the actual setup of the Romanian National Council in 1980, the Union was 

the second big attempt to regroup and reorganize the Romanians living abroad, coming up within 

a very important context, as the anti-Communist action from abroad had started to gain notoriety 

and support inside democratic societies – something that was rather lacking during the 1960s and 
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1970s. This section of my work includes above all else a profile of the founder and chairman of 

the Union (Ion Rațiu), a description of the larger context of its formation, organisational structure, 

activity, relationships with other Romanian groups, and with governments in places where it was 

active, as well as details about the actions taken by Bucharest against it. 

 Finally, my seventh and last chapter, titled Emigration and exile versus Romanian 

communist authorities. Building the Image of `The Other’, aspires to bring face to face the two 

worlds: the communist power in Bucharest versus the anti-communist opposition abroad. The first 

subchapter outlines the propagandistic actions launched by Romanian communist authorities 

against emigration in a broad sense, and against exile in particular. The second subchapter 

describes the legal consequences for Romanians living abroad. The third subchapter sketches the 

informational and operational framework built by Romanian Intelligence Services for emigration 

and exile targets. External agents, influence agents, and Secret Service informers amid Romanian 

political exile, with several case studies (Silviu Crăciunaș, Virgil Veniamin, V. V. Tilea) are the 

subject of the fourth subchapter. The surveillance of the exiles who had founded/led the four 

organizations around which my thesis is built (i.e. Comitetul Național Român, Liga Românilor 

Liberi, Consiliul Național Român, Uniunea Mondială a Românilor Liberi) is the subject of the fifth 

subchapter, while the last one sets a few benchmarks for the perception, discourse and actions of 

the Romanian exile in relation to the presence and activity of the communist regime abroad.  

 Thus, taken overall, the seven chapters of my work try to offer a sort of radiographic image 

across the Romanian anti-communist activity outside Romania, how political exiles organized 

themselves under the banner of their own political bodies, representing both Romanians living 

abroad and inside the country. In other words, the cause of all of them: denouncing the communist 

regime as forcefully imposed, and maintained through repression, terror, abuse, censorship; 

exposing internationally the nature of that regime and its consequences for the Romanian people 

and Romania, deeply bound to Europe and democratic principles and values; freeing Romania 

from dictatorship and reinstating democracy. In response to all of this, the regime in Bucharest 

acted at all possible levels: informational-operational, legislative, propagandistic. Monitoring 

exiles, creation/deepening of general distrust and mutual suspicion among exiles, knowledge of 

their plans and actions in order to neutralize and counter them, disbanding political organizations 

or taking over their leadership, tarnishing the reputations of exiles, infiltrating their circles, 

blackmail, manipulation, even kidnapping and physical elimination, so-called positive influencing 
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and attracting exiles to become collaborators, determine them to repatriate, all these were among 

the objectives pursued by decision-makers in Bucharest. 

 

 Selective Conclusions 

The Romanian postwar exile was an important opposition to the communist regime in 

Romania. Seen besides the interior opposition, much better known and documented today, the 

opposition from abroad expresses the authentic and traditional attitudes of Romanians towards 

communism – a regime imposed by force from the USSR. Anti-communist action organized 

abroad and continuing without pause until 1989 represented a voice that made it known at an 

international level, the drama of Romania under dictatorship, always speaking about repression, 

terror, abuse, serious violations of human rights, censorship, all kinds of shortages, etc. The 

limitations and, more often than not, the lack of results from Romanian action abroad against the 

powers in Bucharest had to do with the relationships between the West and the USSR/Socialist 

states, largely characterized by an opening for collaboration. 

Extremely concerned by how Romania was perceived externally, and trying to adhere to 

various international structures and co-operate with the West to gain mainly economic benefits, 

and therefore irked by the denouncement of the Romanian regime abroad and revelation of realities 

in the country, the Romanian authorities in Bucharest put up a lot of effort to undermine the exile, 

discredit it, and, particularly during the 1980s, exert pressure on it. That is why Romanian exiles 

were always a target for communist decision-makers in Romania, always interested to find a lot of 

things about them. First of all, to know as many details as possible about their plans and activities, 

in order to stop or counter them, or reduce their impact. Secondly, to defame them, destroy their 

credibility, disgrace, intimidate, blackmail them, force them to collaborate, kidnap and even kill 

them. 

The consolidation of the communist regime and Securitate led to a destabilization of exile 

structures, where they created a vast network of officers, residents, influence agents, informers, 

collaborators, who infiltrated the world of exiles, some of them even accepting to collaborate with 

the regime. Thus, the Romanian exile always oscillated between unity and division, between 

authentic opposition and co-operation with the communist regime. That is why we cannot attribute 

in quasiunanimity an anti-communist character to the whole of the Romanian postwar exile, but 

by researching the biographies of individual exiles we can discover some that, especially as 
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compared to others, are authentic examples of people who tried to create a Romania in freedom, 

an alternative Romania outside the borders of the actual country, meant to salvage and keep safe 

from communism the Romanian language, history and culture, but also a certain set of democratic 

principles and values.
