This article discusses several fragments of Porde Brankovi¢’s magnum opus, the
Serbian Chronicle (Hronike slavenosrpske, c. 1693-1705), which describe the early political
and institutional history of Wallachia and Moldavia. The paper aims to illustrate the
significance of Wallachian and Moldavian history for the Serbian political and intellectual
milieu of the late 17" and early 18" centuries, by analyzing Brankovi¢'s reconstruction of the
medieval history of Wallachia and Moldavia. The study focuses on Brankovi¢’s creation of a
symbolic genealogy of Basarab I of Wallachia, descended from a legendary Slavic prince
named Bozirab, who had established a political alliance with Emperor Heraclius in the 7th
century and married his daughter. Drawing upon Western geographical and historical literature,
Brankovi¢ describes a supposed period in the history of Wallachia and Moldavia when the two
states had been united under a single crown, a political entity referred to as the ‘Vlach
Kingdom’ (raaxincku kpaakgemgro). In his view, the voivodes of Moldavia were a branch of the

Basarab dynasty that had separated from the main lineage of the family and settled in the area
that would later become the medieval Moldavian state.
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Acest articol discutd mai multe fragmente din opera fundamentald a lui Porde
Brankovi¢, Cronica Sarba (Hronike slavenosrpske, cca. 1693-1705), care descriu istoria
politica si institutionald timpurie a Tarii Romanesti si Moldovei. Lucrarea isi propune sa
ilustreze semnificatia istoriei Tarii Romanesti si Moldovei pentru mediul politic si intelectual
sarb de la sfarsitul secolului al XVII-lea si inceputul secolului al XVIII-lea, analizind
reconstructia in viziunea lui Brankovi¢ a istoriei medievale a Tarii Romanesti si Moldovei.
Studiul se concentreaza pe crearea de catre Brankovi¢ a unei genealogii simbolice a lui Basarab
I al Tarii Romanesti, descendent al unui print slav legendar numit BoZirab, care stabilise o
alianta politicd cu Tmparatul Heraclius in secolul al VII-lea si s-a cdsdtorit cu fiica acestuia.
Bazandu-se pe literatura geografica si istoricd occidentald, Brankovi¢ descrie o presupusa
perioada din istoria Tarii Romanesti si Moldovei cand cele doud state fusesera unite sub o
singurd coroani, o entitate politici denumita ,,Regatul Valah” (gaaginckn kpaakgergo). In opinia

sa, voievozii Moldovei erau o ramura a familiei Basarab care s-a separat de linia principald a
familiei si s-a stabilit in zona care avea sa devind ulterior statul medieval moldovenesc.
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
